Competition format

Matches will be played over 4 ends with a tie-break played should it be required. Where a round robin format is played a player will be allocated 3 points for a victory. If two or more players finish the group stage on the same number of points then the head to head result will decide who finishes in the higher position.  
BC1: 
Three players will play two rounds of fixtures as a round robin competition. Positions 1, 2 & 3 will be awarded medals accordingly.

BC2: 
This section will take place over four groups with a round robin competition in each group. The winners of each group will contest the semi-finals before a final and bronze medal match takes place. 
BC3: 
This section will feature a round robin competition over 2 groups. The winners of each group will contest a final. Second place in each group will contest the bronze medal match. 
BC4:
Will be one groups of 5 players who will play a round robin. Positions 1, 2 & 3 will be awarded medals accordingly. 
Appeals

Any appeals should be made by team managers or coaches in writing and will be considered by an appeals panel of three people. 
Time Limits

BISFed timings will be applied.  
Registration 

Registration will be available from 8:15am on Saturday morning with designated players expected to be on court ready to play at 9am. 

Equipment
Players are permitted to use their own balls provided they are of BISFed approved standard. Players must make their equipment available for inspection if the organiser/ official requests it. SDS will supply spare sets. 
Match Timings
Team Managers and Players should note that times are there as a guide and players should be ready to play a minimum of ten minutes before their scheduled match times. Exceptions will be made to those playing matches back to back. 
Practice Courts
Practice times will be minimal as all courts will be in play for the majority of the day however all courts will be available between 8:15 – 9am. 
Forfeited Matches

If a player does not compete in a scheduled match their opponent will be awarded a 6 – 0 victory. 
Lunch & Breaks

There will be no specific allocated lunch breaks so players and officials should take the opportunity for breaks during non-match periods for them.
